After the deadline, an interview
appointment schedule will be created and mailed so that all scholarship participants will have
prior knowledge of their interview time. Failure to comply with the deadline will cause you not
to be included in the interview process and, therefore, you will not be considered for a
scholarship. No one will be able to complete and hand in an application during the
rodeo finals.

All interviews will be on Thursday, July 29, 2021 beginning at 3 pm. Announcement of
scholarship recipients will be during the Thursday night performance of the finals, right after
the grand entry. To receive your scholarship, you must be present during that performance.
No exceptions!

Included along with the scholarship application are tips in preparing for your interview and
guidelines that will be used by the scholarship-interviewing panel to determine this year’s
recipients. Please take the time to complete the application form and return it to me, Christi
Robertson, by the deadline.
